I am the winner of the 1998 Israeli Academy Award for Best Film Score. The film, "Dangerous Acts", won seven Academy Awards including Best Director.

I have vast experience in composing, arranging, orchestrating, conducting and performing music (both acoustic and MIDI) for feature films, short films, TV films, dramas and series, commercials, theater and dance.

Having come from a family of musicians (most of them with the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra), I was naturally drawn into the world of music, and soon enough became very successful at it. On the basis of my early work, the late Maestro Leonard Bernstein became my patron and sponsored my studies at New York University where I earned a Fine Arts Degree. I proceeded to win numerous awards and scholarships both in the US and in Israel.

In May 2001 my concert piece “Piazzolla Song-Cycle” was premiered at the prestigious Carnegie Hall in New York, winning praise from the press.

Lately, I have begun a fruitful collaboration with animator Gil Alkabetz (“Run Lola Run”), working in Germany, which has resulted in 2 films so far. This year I also composed the music score and songs to the hugely successful Israeli children’s animation film “Caspion”.
